Culminating Activities/Summative evaluations may start 4 – 6 weeks prior to the end of a semes-

ter. Culminating Activities and exams carry the same importance and same attendance require-

ment. Thus, attendance during culminating activities/summative evaluations is mandatory.  

A culminating activity is the final evaluation in each course which is worth 30% of the final mark. 

“This evaluation will be based on evidence from one or a combination of the following: an exam-

ination, a performance, an essay and/or another method of evaluation suitable to the course 

content.” (p.41-Growing Success).  

Students who miss culminating activities or summative evaluations will be given a mark of zero 

for the portion missed with no opportunity to make up the missed work unless there is an exten-

uating and documented circumstance, such as a medical situation, court date, funeral etc. It is 

absolutely crucial that students do not miss any time during the end of a semester.  

Under Ministry of Education and TDSB regulations, there can be no accommodations made for 

students who miss the 30% culminating activities and summative evaluations at the end of a se-

mester for personal reasons such as vacation or work. Students and parents should be aware 

that scheduled vacations at this time can significantly impact student achievement. With the ex-

ception of a medical emergency, all summative tests and assignments that are missed as a result 

of these absences will be assigned a mark of zero.
